* What nurses/midwives/nursing associates need to know

*Post registration: Additional qualifications in a particular area
of practice, which specify a higher level of knowledge and skill

e The protected title is SCPHN with several fields of
practice:

e Health Visitors, School Nurses, Occupational
Health Nurses, Public Health Nurses and
Family Health Nurses
